cupied in 1999, the Neighborhood Center,
rounded by mainly vacant lots, wide-open
vistas, and unbroken horizons as far as the
eye could see. The scene began to change
fairly quickly in the core of what is now
known as the neighborhood of Civano
1—when four builders, T Bednar, KE &
G, RGC, and Solarbuilt, began producing
homes at a regular pace.

By the end of 1999, more than 50 homes
had been completed and occupied. Over
the next six years, and through several
changes in builders, another 500 homes
were built, whereas the outer edges of
Civano 1 have remained unchanged
until this year. Meanwhile, the vacant
spaces surrounding Civano began a
metamorphosis, which will only ac-
celerate in the years ahead.

Certainly, the most notable aspect
of the Fannie Mae legacy will be that
ITTAEOOXOTUTEWNT Tur V00 *sYEOOUOTHT T -
borhood at all. In a word, Fannie Mae
saved Civano. Many times they had
to be encouraged to do the right thing
but, in the end, Fannie Mae completed
one of the most innovative housing
developments in the country... and
(TTaEEWGuP oL U0 r 0O TUOOUOT
Civano’s original goals. It was no easy
task and reportedly Fannie Mae lost a
bundle of money in the process. One
can debate the causes and real world
numbers but that Fannie Mae lost
money, there is no doubt.

Also, while some doubt the wis-
dom of the choice, Fannie Mae was
able to enlist Pulte Homes, a nation-
ally recognized builder, to complete
Civano neighborhoods 2 and 3. As Al

As a result, several innovative
homes were built on these lots.

On the other side of the legacy
ledger are a number of unfortunate
shortcomings that the community is
still dealing with to this day. Selling
mixed-use lots in the Neighborhood
Center District to a strictly residen-
tial builder caused endless problems
for buyers wanting to take advan-
tage of the areas mixed-use zoning.
Consequently, buyers were forced to
build residential structures, and then
convert the structures to commercial
UIEOEEUEESTUEIOUBOTS EQUIRXTOURYTu
and unnecessary process.

A number of other problems in-
cluding failure to include North Ridge
in the Planned Area Development, lax
control of design standards in the later
stages of development, watered down
marketing of the Civano sustainability

EYBREUITUNEOEIELOEOETTOT 000y
that alienated many in the Civano
community have contributed nega-
tively to Fannie Mae’s legacy. By far
the most damaging of these has been
a corporate culture that seemed to
value secrecy and fear over trust and
openness.

Throughout their tenure at Civano,
Fannie Mae operated in almost total
secrecy and with a disdain for the
residents. The shadow of this manage-
ment style remains with the commu-
nity today and is most clearly seen in
the control and of secrecy surround-
ing the Neighborhood Center.

Speaking at the Civano Grand
Opening in 1999, Kenneth Bacon,
Senior Vice President of Fannie Mae
stated that what he like most about
Civano was that they built the Neigh-

now almost eight years later and we
are still waiting to enjoy that center of
community social life.

So, in the end, it’s been a mixed bag
— some big successes and some op-
portunities lost.

Fannie Mae never planned to become the sole developer
of Civano. It had no desire to be a developer, period. It was

Mesquite Ranch — located due south,
extending from E. Bilby Rd, south to E.
Poorman Rd, began as an idea in 2001, and
was completely built-out by the fall of 2005.
Businesses began to spring up along the
Houghton Road corridor near Rita Ranch
as more and more residential homes were
built. Likewise, the subsequent purchase
by Pulte Homes of the portion of the
Civano development referred to as Civano
2 and 3 brought immediate action to the
land south of Drexel.

While this residential and com-
mercial building was occurring, much
of the land, which was owned mostly
by the State of Arizona as State Trust
Land, remained vacant to the west of
Civano across Houghton Road. For
the past four years, a planning pro-
cess, in coordination with the State,
established general development
guidelines for this vacant land. These
guidelines are detailed in a document
referred to as the Houghton Area
Master Plan (HAMP). As the HAMP
process progressed, other development
activity continued within Civano.

The remaining land to the north
of Civano 1, referred to as Block 1
or North Ridge, was sold to Pepper-

Itis a
relatively small and docile snake that
is native to western and west-central
Africa. It is in the same family as
other pythons and boas, which are
constrictors. The term, constrictor
refers to its method of subduing prey
such as mice and rats. It is a nocturnal
predator that hunts with the aid of
heat pits in the upper and lower lips
as well as its Jacobson’s organ (recep-
tors in the upper jaw that receive air
molecules from the tongue).

While Ball Pythons can make good
pets, there are some things to consider:

1. Ball Pythons are not commonly
bred in captivity. Most that are found
in pet stores come from the wild in

Africa. Some adult Pythons that have
come from the wild do not adjust
well to captivity due to numerous
health problems. Juvenile snakes
tend to do better.
